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Here are four speaking principles of public speaking, which correlate to theatre practice.  These principles apply to expressive reading.

1. PROJECTION:  speaking loudly enough so that every word is heard (so that speech reaches the last row  or person in the room.) Exercise will be from Lisa’s warm up.  We emphasize projection in many exercises/activities.

2. ARTICULATION:  (English) Speaking every consonant in a word distinctly so that the exact word is clear.  Consonants often frame our words, and give the English language its’ form and structure  (pay attention to these breathed plosives made  and practiced without the vocal chords vibrating: p, t, k.  The others are: p,d,g.)   The vowels are the sound of our souls.  We will  give an exercise for articulation.

3. COLORIZATION;  coloring your speech so that words sound like what they describe and adding facial expression and gestures to intensify meaning. Exercise:  Practice Humpty Dumpty with voice and movement.  A theatre activity called Express It/Freeze will be demonstrated briefly.  We will use juicy,textured words (adjectives), emotions and states of beings

4. SLOWING THE PACE;  slowing the rate of speech to focus on important words and phrases.  Easy for adults; hard for students!             Exercises based on acting the punctuation marks with our bodies will be given.

Vocabulary:  gesturing, facial expression, inflection (rising, falling); pause, pitch, 


rate.
